Sunday, Feb 9: FMC/USSS Masters Western Regional Championships, 2xGS (1-run per race).  
 
*On Thursday, Feb 6, SG training in the morning is only for athletes in the camp. It will continue in the afternoon, open to all 
competitors for an additional fee through the race registration.
